Brainstorm Sheet
How can you catch the judges’ attention?  Maybe some lead in from your video – a quote – something surprising about yourself (how many college credits do you have?)


Your speech outline begins with a specific purpose, a central idea, and then provides four Roman numerals for your introduction.  For each Roman Numeral, try to come up with the following:

1.  An Attention Device (that’s already done – see banner above) – Yeah!

2. Reveal the topic / thesis of your speech

3. Establish your credibility – who are you to talk about this subject; well, duh . . .

4. Preview – let the judges know where you’re going

Now, the meat of it all – Think of your organization as being topical, although it may end up being chronological as well.  Topics:  (1)  Where I’ve Been
(2) Where I’m at right now – this must include a discussion of CSNHS) and (3) Where I’m going – this must include a discussion of your goals.  So - - - let’s brainstorm some more.  Try just writing lists or random words





What might you want to discuss about where you’ve been?  Why did you choose CSNHS?  Where were you before here?  Did you come from another state?  Another culture?





This should be the bulk of your speech.  Where are you at now?  What has this program done for you?  Changed for you?  How many college credits do you have?  Are you also working?  Did you have a favorite class? A startling realization about yourself – about others


Just list some events from the last two years





And now . . . where are you going?  What are your goals?  Have you been accepted to college?  Are you staying here?  Are you going to volunteer in Africa for a year?  Where do you see yourself in 2 years? 5 years? 10 years?
